Analgesics:

Aspirin:  Pain/fever PO 325-650mg q4h



Ibuprofen:  PO 200-400mg q4-6h, max 2400mg day
Tylenol (Acetaminophen): PO 325-650mg q4-6h Pain

Naproxin: 200mg every 8-12hr PO, loads dose of 400mg *Consider for joint Px*   

Toradol (Ketorolac):   IM/IV 30mg q6h (Max120mg per day) *Contra if surgery in 4-6hrs, or head injury, allergy to Aspirin
Morphine:  IV/IM 2-10mg diluted in 10mL NS repeat dose 10 minutes (Max 20mg). *Contra head injury, caution resp depprerssion*
FLEXERIL: 5-10 mg TID

Opiod Antagonist: 

Narcan:   SC/IM/IV 0.4-2mg q2-3m (Max10mg) 

Emergency Meds:

Epi: .15-.3mg IM (1:1000) Sub-Q/Auto Injector 

Albuterol: INH 1-2 puffs q4-6h

Antihistamines:

Benadryl (Diphenhydramine):  PO/IM(Deep)/IV 15-50mg q4h. Max 400mg, *Can be used as antimetic*
Claritin (Loratidine): 10mg/day, *Non-sedating
Antibiotics:
Amoxicillian: 250–500 mg PO tid or 500–875 mg bid
Rocefrin: . 1–2 g IV/IM q12–24h
Ciprofloxacin: 250–750 mg PO q12h
Cefotetan: IV 1-2g diluted in 10ml, q12h; IM 2g *SLOW PUSH*
Antimetic:

Phenergan (Promethazine): PO/IM/IV 12.5-25mg q4h 
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Cold/Allergy Relief:

Sudafed (Pseudoephedrine): 60mg q4-6h not to exceed 240 mg *Caution; increased risk of dehydration, HTN

Deconomine: 1 tablet/12hrs, *Caution; increased risk of dehydration, drowsiness 
Guifinisan: 200–400 mg (10–20 mL) PO q4h SR 600–1200 mg PO BID, (max 2.4 g/d).
Tessalon Perles: 100-200mg tid *relief of cough*
Gastrointestinal:.
Loperamide: 4mg initial dose, with 2mg pile after lose stool, not to exceed 16mg/day *for diarrhea*

Burn fluid calc. (4ml x weight (kg) x % of burn)/2



=fluid amount first 8hrs
